ACUTE PEDIATRIC REHABILITATION
What is acute rehabilitation?

Acute rehabilitation is the need for occupational, physical, and/or speech/language or feeding therapy after discharge from the hospital for an injury such as a traumatic brain injury, shaken baby syndrome, complex medical conditions, or bone fracture, at a frequency of 1-2 times per week or greater for a specific period of time.
Who can benefit from this program?

Any child 0-15 years of age whose everyday ability to eat, function and/or developmental skill progression has been delayed due to a sudden onset of a medical condition.

How does the program work?

During your child’s first visit, the physical, occupational, or speech/feeding therapist will evaluate the skills in question or re-start therapy from the hospital stay.  A treatment plan will be developed and include activities for home.  The therapist will work with you and your child to teach you about your child’s condition and to move toward the goal of regaining or attaining a desired level of activity.
