DEVELOPMENTAL DISABILITIES PROGRAM
What is a developmental disability?

A developmental disability is a wide range of physical or mental disabilities which prevent, slow, or limits the development of motor, feeding, language or thinking skills, including the ability to learn or care for oneself.  Included in these disabilities, but not limited to, are cerebral palsy, Down Syndrome, speech/language delays, autism, etc.
Who can benefit from this program?

Any child who is not developing skills at a typical rate can benefit from occupational, physical, and/or speech/language therapy.

How does the program work?

Children under the age of 3 years may be referred to Child and Family Connections for consideration for eligibility in the Illinois Early Intervention System.  Or, families can choose to have all or part of their services provided through private insurance at our facility.

During your first visit, you will be evaluated by an occupational therapist, physical therapist, or speech/language pathologist based on your child’s needs.  The appropriate therapist will work with you and your child to teach you about your child’s condition and to move toward a functional goal of importance to you.
