LIMB DEFICIENCY PROGRAM
What is the limb deficiency program?

This program is or any child birth to 15 years who:

· was born with a missing arm, leg, or part of a limb, or

·  has had a limb loss due to trauma or disease, 
·  has experienced a change in their artificial limb or functional skills.

and needs initial or ongoing occupational or physical therapy for developmental skills, strength, and functional skills.

A physician is also available for consultation and supervision of care when requested by the family.

How does the program work?

Families who go through our program first receive an extensive evaluation, based on whether it is an arm or leg that is of concern, by an occupational therapist or a physical therapist specializing in pediatrics, and a physician who has specialization with limb deficiencies.  The emphasis will be on improving mobility and strength to help develop independence in every day life skills.
Our therapists are experienced in working with children with limb deficiencies.  They work closely with the referring physician and prosthetist to ensure optimal care for each child.
